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Photography and the Moving Image

Since the beginning of time man has strived to record
graphically his visual observations of the world around
him. From the times of the caves of Lescaux in
Dordogne, France, to Altamira in Spain, man has tried
to keep for posterity his recollections and observations
long before he was able to write. This urge to record
optical experiences led a nineteenth century French
scientist, Joseph Nicephore Niepce to the first practical
photograph.

Over the past two centuries photography has developed
into a most satisfying hobby, an important way of
maintaining records, a serious profession, and indeed a
new form of art.

In the United States, George Eastman started the
manufacture of inexpensive cameras and film that

could be easily developed and printed. But it was in the
Germany of 1923 that, thanks to the genius of Oskar
Barnack, an optician working at Ernst Leitz in the town
of Wetzlar, that the camera became a more precise

way of recording images. Taking advantage of the easy
availability of 35 mm film used to make movies, Barnack
designed a camera, called “miniature”, that could use 35
mm film to take up to 36 images from an inexpensive roll.

The ultra precise mechanical detail and the optical
excellence made Germany the place where good
cameras were made. The hard working and precision
driven Teutons gave the world the Leica, the Contax,
the Rollei, the Exacta, the Praktica, the Voigtlander and
many other cameras that circulated around the world.

After the war, the Japanese jumped to the forefront

of technology and have since ruled the world

of photography. The Japanese imagination and
thoroughness have given the world the Nikon, the Canon,
the Olympus, the first camcorders, the best video
cameras and now the digital cameras. They pretty much
own the field but are not content and never stand still.

Over the past fifty years the still image has improved

in quality, color is extensively used, and many dramatic
developments - specially in miniaturization and the use
of electronics - have paved the way for the development
of digital photography. It was a logical progression

that moved photography from a still graphic art form

to a more life-like, almost theatrical manifestation. It
was a logical development from the original camera
obscura to the Cinématographe of the Lumiere brothers,
who, applying the recently discovered principle of the
Persistency of vision, organized the first public screening
of a motion picture in December 1895.

Curiously enough, the motion picture, for which the

35 mm film had been developed gave still photography
the greatest boost ever with the invention of the Leica
camera. It was obvious, from the very beginning that so
many of the elements involved in still photography were
common to the new medium of Cinematography: light,
composition, subject matter, backgrounds, etc. and, to
nobody’s surprise, the people who were interested in
photography became interested in movies. - the same
love for graphical expression, the same patience to
capture beauty in celluloid, the same care for detail,
the same technical discipline to handle the necessary
equipment - Most of the earlier movie people came from
the files of camera bugs.

And now, with digital photography increasing the
capability of recording an image in far greater detail, at
the same time as it eases its capture, the evolution of
still photography into movies is a logical step. Curiously
enough, most of the Japanese manufacturers of optical
equipment, such as Canon, Minolta, Sony, Olympus, are
in the business of manufacturing both still and movie
capturing equipment.

But movie-making goes a long way beyond its capturing
moving images. Considered the newest of the art forms,
it incorporates some of the elements of the others, such
as painting, choreography, music, writing, acting, etc. If
we add film editing, camera movement, special effects,
we realize that cinematography is the most complex and
demanding of the arts. And probably the one with the
greatest reach and impact.

We have all seen and enjoyed Jeff Kendrick’s excellent
presentation of his “Safari in Tanzania” which marries
still photography with moving images and music.
Narration can be easily added and a perfect - self
contained - spectacle can be presented to small or large
audiences. Thanks to the editing possibilities afforded
by the computer - and the brightness and excellent
definition of the new projectors, slide projectors will
slowly fade away.

Movie making equipment - digital camcorders - are
readily available and the prices are unbelievable
affordable. | invite members to purchase a book on
camcorders and visit a place such as Best Buy to see
what is available.

I would like to end this piece with the suggestion that,
as is customary in computer clubs, a Special Interest
Group or SIP be organized to share our experiences
and/or expertise in video- making equipment and
techniques.
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For the November How-to meeting Richard
and Ann Rohlfing turned the meeting

room into a professional portrait studio
complete with backgrounds, studio lights,
umbrellas, etc. The carefully planned
demonstrations showed how to use the
equipment to create effective portraits
and how to arrange lighting for a variety
of effects.
