but relax and watch the ocean. The owner cooks

fresh seafood and vegetables every night. And in the
mornings, he sets out plates of fresh fruit as soon as he
hears you stirring. Youdll love ité That is how Robinsonds
Place was described to me in an e-mail message.

0That sounds wonderful. | candt wait to see it. Do they
have a web site?6 | asked from my urban American
perspective.

0They donét even have electricity or a phone
connection!6 Came the response to my silly question.

I would have two weeks in Tanzania and for much of
time we would be on safari in the northern parks of
that country. A few days would be free to explore other
areas prior to beginning the safari. | had suggested
some time at a beach. As long as | can remember, i |
canft explain why fi | have wanted to see the Indian
Ocean.

Being so close to Dar es Salaam, Zanzibar was a natural
place to spend a few days. My friend would get to
unwind after more than two months of intense work and
| would be able to get over my jet lag. During her two-
month stay in Dar es Salaam, my friend Jane made a
trip to Zanzibar and, along with a co-worker, had stayed
at Robinsonds Place based on a mention in a Lonely
Planet guidebook.

If you are in the know and you have Eddieds cell phone
number, you can arrange to be picked up at the islandds
airport and brought out to Robinsonds Place on the east
side of the island. We also arranged to be dropped off
in Stone Town and picked up again a few hours later.

Stone Town is a centuries old town along the eastern
edge of Zanzibar. Stone Town was once a major center

accommodations. Towering palms dotted the grounds

for trade on the Indian Ocean and signs of its former
wealth can still be seen in many grand homes there.
The area is well known for its elaborate carved wooden
doors.

From Stone Town we were driven 50 kilometers
southeast along a smooth tarmac road toward the
village of Paje. If you arrange a taxi on your own at the
airport, this may be as far as you get unless you are
willing to pay more than the negotiated fee. Robinsonds
Place is on a bumpy dirt road about 10 kilometers north
of Paje, just past the village of Bwejuu. Fortunately, our
driver, Ibrahim, had the fresh produce to go along with
the fresh seafood that Eddie had purchased for dinner.
So, we knew that we had a ride for the full distance.

Arriving at Robinsonds Place we were greeted by Eddie,
a Zanzibar native, and his Swiss wife Anna. They urged
us to put our bags down and explore the grounds and
the beach before darkness fell. Three small, open air,
wooden structures with thatched roofs provided the
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providing shade. Hibiscus and other yowering plants
lined the walkways. The setting was peaceful and
beautiful, as exotic as it had been described to me.

A few steps lead down to the beach where, during low
tide, we could walk for several hundred yards into

the Indian Ocean before the water came to our waist.
Pools of water in this shallow area held corals and crabs
and numerous other forms of sea life. Each morning,
before the sun became unbearably hot, psherman could
be seen heading for deep waters while local villagers
harvested seaweed closer to shore. | walked out to
watch the activity until | saw them hurry for shore,
chased by a storm that was gathering in the distance.

The storm arrived quickly and the rain didndt stop until
late in the afternoon. That left a little bit of daylight to
walk down the beach in search of small sea creatures
that had washed ashore.
