#1. Scout out that scene (pond or þ eld) the day or two before you 
want to shoot. If you scout out too early, you may miss what you 
really want to capture.

#2. Get an idea where the sun will be rising. You can do this 
almost anytime after sunrise but donõt wait too long or you may be 
surprised the morning of the shoot if something obstructs the view.

#3.  Check the weather channel for sunrise time and plan to get out 
there about 30 minutes before sunrise. 

#4.  Organize your gear the night before. Be sure to pack a 
ÿ ashlight. It is dark before sunrise. Be ready to walk out the door, 
hop in the car, drive to the spot and get set up before the sunrise.

#5.  Share your photos with your friends. Everyone will be a winner.

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Competition News and Notes
The 2004-2005 Competition Year is Off to a Great Start!

I hope everyone had a happy, healthy summer. Judging (pun optional) by the images we saw in the þ rst competition 
of the club year, you all made some great images during the break. I am sure we will see many more fresh, exciting 
images throughout the competition year.

We all owe thanks to Pete Banholzer for once again lining up the judges for this yearõs competitions. The judge 
for the October competition, Stan Klem, did a great job.

One change from last yearõs competition is the distribution of the entries between the Novice and Advanced classes 
in each division. Last year, the Novice classes had many more competitors than the Advanced classes. This yearõs 
þ rst competition showed more balance between the number of competitors in each class.

Advancement and Promotion
As many of you are aware, the club competition rules include two mechanisms that automatically promote 
competitors from the Novice to Advanced class of a division. A competitor who earns enough award points in 
the preceding two club years is automatically promoted. The winner of the Novice class in each division is also 
promoted to Advanced in that division. However, the number of competitors in the Novice classes has grown 
so  large that, statistically speaking, the likelihood of accruing the number of award points necessary to trigger 
automatic promotion is smaller than it was when the rules were written. The Executive Committee discussed this   
at length this summer but did not decide to change the rules for fear of making the situation worse. Fortunately, 
the rules do not prohibit a competitor from promoting himself.

Please join me in recognizing several club members who have promoted themselves to Advanced class in one or 
more competition divisions. They are Don Andberg, Steve Bruza, Dan LaRusso, and Frieda Weise. Please let me 
know if I have left anyone off the list. I congratulate the new Advanced competitors and wish them the best of luck.

Are Your Images Eligible?
I have had many questions regarding image eligibility. If an image receives a high award (þ rst, second or third  
place) it may not be reentered in monthly club competitions. If an image receives an honorable mention then it  
may be entered in the same division one additional time. If an image receives no award on its þ rst entry, it may  
be entered one additional time in any division. Remember, images may be submitted no more than two times.

If you need a list of your entries, please send me an e-mail, and I will reply with a list of your competition entries.  
I would also like to hear from you if you have comments, suggestions, judging candidates, or criticisms. Yes, even 
criticisms. I canõt þ x it if I donõt know it is broken. I would especially like to hear from you if you are interested in 
being the Vice President for Competition next year. It is an interesting and challenging position that allows you to 
meet many of the great people in the club and to see many of the winning entries up close.

Upcoming Competitions Topics
January 3: Photojournalism ñ entries must  
be storytelling images where the activity itself 
is the theme.  No manipulation of the image 
either digitally or in-camera is allowed.

February 7: Travel ñ Images must capture the 
feeling of a place or portray a place, a people, 
or a culture, and be made more than 50 miles 
from the Bowie-Crofton area.  All entries must 
conform to this theme.

March 7: In-Camera Experimentation  ñ the 
subjects are unrestricted but the image must 
be obviously manipulated with the camera. 
Manipulation by image processing software 
to create effects is not allowed. Techniques 
may include, but are not limited to, timed 
exposures, panning, zooming, multiple 
exposures, infrared þ lm, and þ lters.

April 4: Nature ñ the image must portray 
aspects of natural plants or animal life in a 
living state. Natural land and sea features 
and natural phenomena are included. No 
evidence of the hand of man is acceptable. 
No manipulation of the image, either in-
camera or digitally, is permitted. All novice 
entries  and advanced slide entries must 
conform to this theme.

A Peek at the Past
A New Series Looks Back at B-CCCõs History

On November 18, 1974 the Bowie Photo Club was founded with twelve 
paid members. Temporary ofþ cers were elected and dues of $5.00 
established. The þ rst one-page newsletter, The Viewþ nder, recorded 
in July of 1975 reported activities for the new club of a photo ÿ ower 
contest, a photo exhibit and a trip to the Wildlife Preserve in Largo.

The name was soon changed to the BowieðCrofton Camera Club to 
encompass those photo enthusiasts in the nearby Crofton area.

Jim Walker and I revived the newsletter in August of 1981 and it has 
been a regular monthly production since then. That þ rst newsletter 
was cut on a stencil and mimeographed by the Maryland Park and 
Planning Commission free of charge. The Commission procured a 
photocopying machine that month and subsequent copies were neater 
and easier to produce [and they still do a great job for us].

We thought it might be interesting to look back on those earlier years 
with the reproduction of an article from a previous issue of
