Calling All Digital Imagers
PSA Division Offer Internet Study
by Dick Whitley, PSA Representative

The Electronic Imaging Division of the Photographic
Society Of America (PSA) now offers Internet Study
Groups for Photo Travel, Nature, and Photojournalism.
You e-mail your image once a month and comment on
the images of the others in your group.

Whether you take slides, negatives, or digital camera
pictures, you are eligible as long as you can e-mail the
image to your study group leader. You join a group of
seven people where you can learn from other peopleds
techniques and share your own. This is a benept of PSA
membership.

There are presently 21 study groups. There are 15
General groups for images of any subject matter
originating from a digital or plm where the maker may
have improved the image quality digitally or has changed
the reality of the subject to be completely different
from that of the original. An image with any level of
manipulation may be entered. From an image completely
altered by a plter to putting a bird in a sunset to

traditional burning/dodging to sharpening.
The following are EID study groups that are not General:

The Creative group is dedicated to altered reality.
Here, the image departs from the reality of the original
photograph in a way that a camera or other light-
gathering device could never capture.
